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t this moment in human

history, when the world is
faced with savage vio-
lence and increasingly
dim prospects for peace,
. justice, and international
cooperation, education abroad and the
assumptions that inform it are simply
not enough. A more intentional
approach to U.S. education abroad must
be developed if U.S. students are to
understand the causes of injustice and
violence in the world. Educational
models must be developed that will train
students to become informed citizens
who are able to find solutions to prob-
lems that affect their communities, their

nation, and the world.
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Only through programs where
educators make clear that the intention
is to teach about injustice and conflict
will students understand that they must
work for a more peaceful and just

world order.
